LGA inaugurated a Greenway special fun events progostering community ties
among neighbors and visitors.

A premier landscape architecture firm, Damon Farbelunteered to develop visual
materials for a multi-year capital campaign that successful — will eventually
provide enhanced lighting, themed signage, seatinigcolorful banners on Loring
Greenway.

Two organizations presented awards to LGA for amiding community involvement
in maintaining a beautiful landscape, while a tlirdanization chose LGA as the
winner of the public-garden-of-the-year award.

We think you will be pleased by these accomplishismiand with your help we look
forward to even more progress in 2011.
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HISTORY

The Loring Greenway is a heavily used Minneapadidgstrian walkway between the lower
end of Nicollet Mall and the residential neighbastle that surround Loring Park. It is a
product of Minneapolis' mid-twentieth century urbranewal that began in the late 1950s
and continued into the 1970s. Constructed in aa afdlinneapolis in desperate need of
renovation, the Loring Greenway was very successfattracting a variety of residential
and commercial developments. As such, it reflaagsortant post-World War 1l community
planning and development trends.

Together with Peavey Plaza, the Loring Greenwanisffort to connect the system of
parks and boulevards known as the Grand RoundsLdttieg Greenway is an example of
the modern style of urban plaza design that reptedea new urban park aesthetic. Both the
Loring Greenway and Peavey Plaza were designeategnandscape architect M. Paul
Friedberg. The defining features of their designiuides multiple levels, the use of concrete
to create hard spaces, water features, sculptmayground, lawns and plantings.

But nothing lasts forever. By the turn of the miliéa, many aspects of the Loring
Greenway were showing their age. Many walkway tiese cracked or patched with
unsightly asphalt, many plantings had died and weteeplaced, and its architectural and
artistic effects were looking run-down. Somethirzgi o be done or the Loring Greenway
would soon become a liability to both the city atscheighborhood.

For many years residents worked on Greenway impnews as a committee of the
Citizens for a Loring Park Community (CLPC), a ridigrhood organization. Using a
Minneapolis Neighborhood Revitalization Program @APhase | grant of $60,000 dollars,
a new playground was constructed and lighting wasdved to make the Greenway safer
at night. The committee also sought to repair thee@way's crumbling walkways and to
renew its plantings and fountains. Much of this wasomplished during the summers of
2007 and 2008, at a cost to the city of over $2I1Bom. But clearly, much more effort and
money would be required to enhance and maintaiGteenway over the coming years.

Meanwhile, the city of Minneapolis began to expecie severe financial problems and
continues to do so today. While the city is ablpay for the basic upkeep of the Loring
Greenway, there were important questions that mktxlbe answered. Who would buy and
plant the hundreds of flowering plants that havelenthe Greenway so attractive in past
years? Who would see to the weeding of its plas@ri¢yho would push for its
enhancement through better lighting and art woAw® who would coordinate the
neighborhood events envisioned for the Greenwayh as dog parades, garage sales, art
fairs and performances?

To answer these questions, the original citizeonsigrwith the help of City Council
Member Lisa Goodman, evolved into The Loring Greapwssociation (LGA), a
partnership with the city with a goal of making tBeeenway one of the premier pedestrian
walkways in the nation. The LGA consists of a boafrdirectors who represent the major
commercial and residential properties in the atea an active group of volunteers. City
officials regularly work with the LGA to formulatend achieve various goals.

During the months in which the Loring Greenway Asation was being formed, its
finances were managed under the auspices of th€hiR now the LGA has independent
status as a 501(c)(3) not-for-profit organizatihis means that the contributions it
receives are tax-deductible.

2010 was another busy year for the LGA. In additmoontinued active participation by
volunteers in gardening activities, two eventstmnltoring Greenway were sponsored by
the LGA: a dog parade on National Night Out anchth Gktoberfest featuring food, music
and games. Both events were well attended. There also several informal evenings of
croguet.

In 2010, the LGA received awards from the City dhieapolis, the Minneapolis
Downtown Improvement District and Metro Blooms hdng "the volunteers of the Loring
Greenway Association for their creative and tireleBorts in transforming the Loring
Greenway into one of the most beautiful walkwaythia City."

A unique collaborative arrangement has been estalibetween the LGA, the City of
Minneapolis and the Minneapolis Park and Recredioard in relation to the management
and maintenance of Loring Greenway.

The City of Minneapolis will continue to maintainet hard surfaces — the sidewalks and
fountains and sitting areas — and will be respdedir snow removal, grass cutting and
watering of all plants and trees.

The Minneapolis Park and Recreation Board will aurg to be responsible for trimming,
pruning, and removal of trees.

Loring Greenway Association will be responsible thoe fertilization, treatment of all trees,
and planting of new trees. LGA is also respongiflmaintenance of existing plants,
purchase, and planting of new annuals and peren@itilweeding, trimming, and
mulching.

This three-party, working relationship has workedcessfully in 2010 and is expected to
continue indefinitely.

Gardening

Gardening work continued to be a focus, with marinteers and volunteer hours devoted
to a variety of Greenway projects.

Rainbow Treecare has an excellent reputation $oexpertise in care for trees, shrubs and
other landscape work. Its consulting arborist Wwhe primary responsibility for Greenway
services is recognized as one of the top profealan his field. His credentials include a
B.S. in Forest Resources from the University of Misota. He is also an ISA Board-
Certified Master Arborist.

Rainbow Treecare works in concert with the chiefooéstry of the MPRB, the agency that
has responsibility for all trees on public landdMimneapolis, including the Greenway.

Marketing & Fundraising

Fundraising efforts leaped forward during 2010.

The mailing list of residents bordering the Greeypwas completed, resulting in a
successful spring donor solicitation.

In 2010, 187 resident households contributed to L<S@perating budget, an increase of
47 individual donors (36%) over 2009, the organdiras first year donor solicitation.

We were also able to add a homeowner associatiarcastributor to an existing
strong group of residential association supporters.

An exciting strategic plan was adopted that willdgufuture capital improvements for
Loring Greenway. The first step in that plan cétlsdeveloping visual materials that

would effectively portray what the Greenway wowddk like if LGA is successful in a
capital campaign.
